The Glenwood hall is becoming a busy venue for small family events. During the past year, the hall has realized an average monthly income of $450.

With the busiest month being December and the slowest month being August.

There are three grouping for the events taking place in Glewood Hall.

The first group is the Private Hall Rentals. Since the hall is not large, it is more of a family type venue.

Families of the community use the hall for family parties, anniversaries, birthdays, baby showers, wedding showers, rehearsal parties, as well as family Christmas parties.

In the passed year, there has been weddings and memorials held in our hall. As well as, company barbecues or group and association parties, there has also been a private group that rented the hall for prayer services.

The second group of users are the Community Events groups that bringing services to the community.

During the past year, we have opened our doors to the  Unpack & Play group, Fibramialgia garage sale, a teen group organized by Pastor Andrew Haws of West Meadowlark Baptist Church and in association with Westlawn Junior High.

As well as, during the summer, we host the Green Shack and were successful with one summer camp last summer. This past Spring Break, our camp was quite successful.

The community has enjoyed Euchre and Dance Fitness weekly at the hall, scrapbooking bimonthly, and a Memorial Euchre Tournament annually. And of course, the Party in the Party and our New Years Party.

The third group of hall users would be the City of Edmonton bringing information to the community. 

Some of these informational events in the past year:

Three - Town Hall Meetings, two - Mustard Seed Church meetings, one - state of the Neighborhood presentation, a Sustainable Neighborhood workshop, EFCL workshop. The hall was also used a condominium association to hold their AGM.

Last weekend, April 6th, we had our first Work Bee to handle all the big jobs that needed to addressed in a community hall the age of ours. First, I would like to thank all the communtiy members who gave their time and worked tirelessly to complete the list of tasks. The event really solidified what community is all about. The event was a great success and a lot of work was accomplished despite the weather not cooperating. The only jobs that were not addressed were those that were outside work, such as our garbage compound, sweeping the parking lot, raising sidewalks, pressure washing stove parts outside and cleaning outside windows. During our next executive meeting, we will make a list of what still needs to be done and look at when that can happen.
