The Glenwood hall continues to be a busy venue for small family events. During the past year, the hall has realized an average monthly income of $534. which is up from $450. of last year. With the busiest month being December and June, the slower months being July and August.

Families of the community use the hall for family parties, anniversaries, birthdays, baby showers, wedding showers, rehearsal parties, as well as family Christmas parties. There has been weddings, memorials, company parties and group/association parties. 

The community has offered our facility to support the Fibramialgia garage sale and a teen group organized by Pastor Andrew Haws in association with Westlawn Junior High. Last spring and summer, we hosted a city bike program for children, the Green Shack and one summer camp (Musical Munchkins). More recently, a young children’s program (EMEW).

The community has enjoyed Euchre and Dance Fitness weekly, scrapbooking bimonthly, and a Memorial Euchre Tournament annually. Of course, the Party in the Park and the New Years Party.

The City of Edmonton has used our hall for city development planning and elections training.

The hall was also used for local condominium association AGM meetings.

Work in the hall is an ongoing job, in the past year, the roof was extensively repaired, the floor in the kitchen were replaced, the hall floors striped & waxed, lights replaced and the paint refreshed.

Possible plans for the near future include a new floor for storage area, new ceiling tiles and bathroom vanities, new garbage facility.
